Assignment 1- Getting to know Dumptown (20 points)

1.  Go to  http://www.epa.gov/recyclecity/gameintro.htm.

2.  Answer the following questions as you play a game of Dumptown.  Just begin a game, go to City Hall, and explore.  It is also alright to ask your parents about what they know about recycling in your community.  Answer each question in full sentences with complete answers.  Make sure to cite your sources using MLA format where appropriate.
A. List the types of programs that a community can use/develop to decrease waste?

B. How many pounds of trash does each US citizen generate?  How much of this trash is put into landfills?

C. How much money does Goodwill generate each year from donations of clothing, etc.?

D. What is “grasscycling”?  What are the benefits of this program?  Do you recycle your lawn clippings?

E. What are the benefits of business recycling (this includes schools)?

F. What kinds of items can reuse centers recycle?  Can you name any in your town/city/county?

G. What kinds of items could our school be recycling? (see business recycling)

H. According to the Dumptown game, what programs in a community are the most expensive in the development of a recycling program?

I. Find the place in Recycle City where you can get information on what to do with leftover cleaning products. Is there a place to take those kinds of items in your town? Where is it?

J. Find at least seven different ways to reduce or reuse paper.

K. Find at least three places in Dumptown where books are resold or reused.  Is there a used bookstore in your town?  Where is it?  What is it called?

Assignment 2- Research (20 points)

Items 1-3 below should not exceed 2 typed pages in length.  They should be typed in Tahoma, 12 pt, 1.5 spacing with 1 inch margins.  Make sure to cite your sources using MLA format where appropriate.

1.  Write a paragraph describing recycling.    Within your paragraph create a definition using your own words.

2.  What kinds of things that you use in your daily life can be recycled?  Create a table (numbered and titled, following the guidelines on Ms. Todd’s webpage) that contains the type of item and any special information that should be known about recycling this product.  For example:  Newspapers, rubber bands and plastic bag covering can not be recycled with the newspaper.

3.  In your county/city, what kinds of things can be recycled and how do you go about getting them recycled through the city/town resources?  You may need to go to your city’s homepage on the internet or even make a trip to Town Hall itself.  You may want to create a table here to indicate what and where things can be recycled.

Assignment 3- Now you try to be the mayor and balance the budget! (20 points)

3.  Play a game of Dumptown and try to develop a program that decreases the amount of paper (cardboard), aluminum, and plastic waste as possible for the least amount of money. Create a 1 page listing that documents your efforts in the game to achieve this goal (bullet points OK).   List the final amounts of paper, aluminum, and plastic and how much it all cost.  Create a graph (Numbered and Titled) that shows the initial amount of paper (cardboard), aluminum, and plastic waste as compared to the final paper (cardboard), aluminum, and plastic waste.  This graph may be a bar graph.
